McLean County Commission Proceedings
Tuesday, December 30, 2025

The second regular December meeting of the Board of Commissioners was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chairperson Steve
Lee. Present were Commissioners Lee, Steve Cottingham, and Curt Olson. Also present were Auditor Beth A. Knutson; Deputy Auditor
Lynda Snyder; Road Superintendent James Grey; Disaster Emergency Services (DES) Director Noelle Kroll; Chief Deputy Auditor Lori A.
Foss; and Clerk of Court Gwyn Bosch.

Moved by Olson, seconded by Cottingham, to approve the minutes of the meeting held on December 2, 2025, as submitted.
Roll Call Vote: Aye: Olson, Cottingham, and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Foss presented the second reading of amendments to Personnel Policies 305 Holidays and 1301 Volunteer Ambulance Service
Participant. She stated that no changes were made from the first reading.

Moved by Olson, seconded by Cottingham, to accept the second reading of policy changes as presented. Roll Call Vote: Aye:
Cottingham, Olson, and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Kroll asked permission to accept the 2025-2026 Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Grant funds from the U.S.
Department of Homeland Security/FEMA in the amount of $7,620.00. Discussion followed.

Moved by Cottingham, seconded by Olson, to accept the grant funds as presented. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Olson, Cottingham,
and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Kroll went on to discuss additional grant funding through the 2024 Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG)
awarded as a 50/50 match of benefits and salaries and the 2025 State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) in the amount of $9,500.00
to be used for a full-scale exercise. Kroll requested authorization to accept the grants.

Moved by Olson, seconded by Cottingham, to authorize acceptance of the grant funds as awarded. Roll Call Vote: Aye:
Cottingham, Olson, and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Bosch presented the Municipal Court Contracts for Underwood for 2025; Benedict for 2025 and 2026; Turtle Lake for 2026;
and Washburn for 2026. Discussion followed.

Moved by Olson, seconded by Cottingham, to approve the Municipal Court Contracts as presented. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Olson,
Cottingham, and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Grey presented an update on department operations reporting that county roads should all be clear with the recent mild
weather. He stated his department is working in the shop on equipment repairs. Discussion followed.

Grey stated that the damaged bridge near Falkirk has been repaired and Dakota Fence has been contacted to come and
inspect the completed work. Discussion followed.

Grey informed the board that a down payment was placed on a 2015 Mac plow truck. The purchase of two plow trucks was
included in the budget for 2026. Delivery of the plow truck is expected in the next couple weeks and another plow truck purchase
expected in February or March. He also stated that the plow truck in Garrison is working again and the electronic issues have been
repaired. Discussion followed.

Moved by Cottingham, seconded by Olson, to authorize the Highway Department to purchase the 2015 Mac plow truck for
an amount not to exceed $88,000.00. Discussion followed. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Cottingham, Olson, and Lee. Nay: None. Motion carried.

Knutson stated that the Bank of North Dakota (BND) loan requested by Rainbow Energy was approved for five million at 2%
with six months to accept. Discussion followed.
